About SHRRP

In March 2009, the Federal and Provincial gov-
ernments announced that $704 million dollars
would be committed to repair social housing units
and make them more energy efficient under the
Social Housing Renovation and Retrofit Program
(SHRRP). This investment will provide economic
stimulus in Ontario, while also improving the
health and safety of residents living in social hous-
ing communities, and contributing to the reduc-
tion of social housing project operating costs.

Inourservice area of Brantford and Brant County,
we received an allocation of $4.7 million dollars,
which has been distributed amongst 12 housing
providers. Providers have submitted requests to
the Service Manager (the City) for work that is
needed at their housing projects. Some of this work
included new roofs, replacing furnaces with hi-effi-
ciency models, replacing appliances with energy
efficient appliances, replacement of windows, and
replacing toilets with low flush models.

B-HOME Returns

What if owning your own home was within reach?
What if turning your rent payments into mortgage
payments could be a reality?

In the Ist round of B-HOME we

were able to provide down payment
assistance to 84 households to purchase
their first home.

In partnership with the Government of Canada,
the Province of Ontario, the City of Brantford and
the County of Brant, the B-Home (Brantford Home
Ownership Made Easier) Program has been devel-
oped to assist low to moderate income earners real-
ize the dream of owning their own home. 5% of
the cost of an eligible home is provided to eligible
purchasers at the time of closing of the purchase
and sale of the home.
