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The team worked out of the Brantford Civic Centre for two 
days and nights to systematically explore the opportunities 
presented by the natural and cultural/heritage framework 
of the Grand River study area. 

The drawings were prepared while at the workshop to 
illustrate opportunities for use that did not fundamentally 
impact the natural, cultural and heritage framework of this 
area.  Discussion sessions with various groups used the 
materials that were developed during the workshop.
